AFTER SCHOOL PICK-UP - Parents, if you are picking up your child near the 3:25 elementary dismissal, we ask that you
use the carpool plan that has been put in place. Too many parents are idling in the parking lot and expecting their children
to walk over to their car. This is not allowed. At 3:25 you have two options: get in the carpool lane or park and come get
your student - even if they are a middle schooler. (If middle schoolers have younger siblings they should wait behind the
elementary students until your car gets into the loading area.) We are trying very hard to train our elementary students
that when cars move - people don't and when people move, cars don't. We ask that you help us model the behaviors we
want our students to follow as well as model how one adheres to rules that are put in place. Please remember - safety
comes first.
