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INTRODUCTION 

 

Holland Chr ist ian Schools was f ounded in 1902 wit h t he goal of  pr oviding a Chr ist -cent er ed 
educat ion t hat  is academically sound. We pr ovide t his educat ion f or  t hose Chr ist ian f amilies 
who see it s impor t ance in t he t r aining of  t heir  childr en. We believe t hat  Chr ist  is t he cent er  
of  ever y academic concept , and we t each all subj ect s in conf or mit y t o t he Wor d of  God. Each 
f acult y member  at  Holland Chr ist ian has made a commit ment  t o J esus Chr ist  and desir es 
t hat  r elat ionship t o be evident  in his or  her  t eaching. The f acult y t akes ser iously it s 
r esponsibilit y t o t he parent s and childr en associat ed wit h Holland Chr ist ian. 
 
Holland Chr ist ian does not  expect  t o pr oduce a f inished pr oduct , but  t o inspir e young people 
t o Òpr ess t oward t he mark f or  t he pr ize of  t he high calling of  God in Chr ist  J esusÓ 
(Philippians 3:14). We want  t o encour age our  st udent s, your  childr en, t o do t heir  best  and do 
all t o t he glor y of  God. 
 
The school r eadily admit s it  plays only a par t ial r ole in t he t r aining of  your  childr en. I t  is 
Holland Chr ist ian' s desir e t o f or m a par t ner ship wit h you, a r elat ionship in which help, 
suppor t , and r espect  are mut ually shared bet ween parent s and f amily and t he f acult y and 
School Board. We invit e you t o be involved not  only in t he specif ic educat ion of  your  childr en, 
but  in t he br oader  school communit y as well. Oppor t unit ies t o ser ve pr esent  t hemselves 
r egular ly, and we encour age you t o f ind an area of  int er est  t o you and your  f amily.  
 
As a parent  of  Holland Chr ist ian School childr en, we want  you t o be knowledgeable about  t he 
day t o day pr ocedur es of  our  element ary schools. This handbook is pr ovided t o keep you up-
t o-dat e on some of  t he basics. You will f ind inf or mat ion on at t endance policies, list ings of  
volunt eer  and f und r aising oppor t unit ies, and a gener al descr ipt ion of  t he element ary 
cur r iculum. Please f amiliar ize your self  wit h t his inf or mat ion and keep your  handbook available 
f or  f ut ur e r ef er ence. I f  at  anyt ime a quest ion ar ises, please do not  hesit at e t o call t he 
school of f ice. Always r emember  we are all wor king t oget her  and when one benef it s, ever yone 
benef it s. I t  is t he pr ayer  of  Holland Chr ist ian t hat  t oget her  we have a posit ive impact  on t he 
Òt r ainingÓ of   your  young childr en.   
 

ATTENDANCE 
 

Parent s are asked t o call t he school each day t hat  t heir  st udent  is absent . A message may be 
lef t  on t he answer ing machine or  emailed t o t he school of f ice any t ime by 8:30 a.m. All 
st udent s should sign in and out  at  t he of f ice if  t hey are coming or  going any t ime wit hin t he 
nor mal school hour s. This includes st udent s who ar r ive af t er  t he t ardy bell.    
 
Tardy: St udent s are expect ed t o be in t heir  seat s and r eady t o learn bef or e t he t ardy bell  
r ings.  Ar r iving lat e t o school causes a st udent  t o miss academics, gain unwant ed at t ent ion 
and develop poor  wor k habit s.  
 
The school calendar  allows f or  t he usual holiday vacat ion t ime.  Parent s are urged t o adhere t o 
t hese dates as closely as possible.  I f  you are going t o t ake your  childr en out  of  school f or  any 
ext ended per iod of  t ime, please send a not e t o t he of f ice and t he t eacher  at  least  one week ahead 
of  t ime. Par ent s should also underst and t hat  t he work or  exper iences t he st udent s miss of t en 
cannot  be duplicated.  

Parent s are r esponsible t o help t heir  child make up t he necessary wor k.  This wor k may 
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include: 
 

 1. Ongoing assignment s 
 2. Wor k given af t er  t he f act  
 3. Alt er nat ive assignment s  
 4. Homewor k in advance

Specif ic subj ect s ar e t aught  not  only t o give t he st udent s a well-r ounded 
educat ional backgr ound f or  lif e, but  also t o help st udent s see God as Cr eat or  of  all 
knowledge.

¥ Band (opt ional act ivi t y t aught  by specialist  - t wice a week in gr ade 5) 
¥ Sex Educat ion (t aught  by t eacher s in gr ades K, 2, & 5 as a par t  of  eit her  Science 

or  Healt h) 
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DISCIPLINE 

 
I n t he t r aining of  childr en it  is necessary t hat  guidelines be set  t o est ablish t he limit s of  
accept able behavior . St udent s learn best  in an or der ly and disciplined envir onment . We 
expect  each st udent  t o f ollow t he r ules of  t he school and t he classr oom. Wit h any ser ious 
discipline pr oblem, parent s are involved immediat ely. 
 

DI SCI PLI NE FOR STUDENTS I DENTI FI ED WI TH AN EDUCATI ONAL DI SABI LI TY 
 
All st udent s are expect ed t o cont r ibut e t o a posit ive at mospher e in our  schools.  At  t imes, 
however , a st udent Õs behavior  might  disr upt  t he envir onment , leading t o disciplinary act ion 
f r om which learning and gr owt h can occur .  Decisions t o exer cise discipline pr ovisions of  t he 
discipline policy will consider  as appr opr iat e individual cir cumst ances and disabilit ies.  
St udent s wit h disabilit ies will be disciplined in accor dance wit h applicable f eder al and st at e 
laws and Holland Chr ist ian School Board policy.   
 

DRESS CODE 
 
I n keeping wit h t he mission of  Holland Chr ist ian Schools, we r ecognize t he impor t ant  impact  
of  st udent  dr ess on t he learning envir onment . We under st and t hat  all of  our  lives, including 
our  dr ess, br ings honor  or  dishonor  t o God.  We also embr ace our  ident it y as a Chr ist ian 
school, and how we dr ess impact s our  wit ness f or  Chr ist  t o t he wor ld.  
 

Dress Guidelines   

1.  All dr ess should be clean, neat  and modest . 
2. Shor t s are per mit t ed. 
3. Bare midr if f s, t ank t ops, spaghet t i st r aps and  
 Òmuscle shir t sÓ(boys) are not  per mit t ed. 
4. Shoes or  sandals must  be wor n at  all t imes. 
5. An ext r a pair  of  t ennis shoes is t o be kept  at  school t o be  
 wor n in school. This helps t o r educe t he amount  of  dir t /  
 gr avel t r acked in and t o limit  t he wear  and t ear  on t he 
 f loor s and carpet . 
6. Names or  init ials should be put  inside all backpacks and  
 out er  clot hing (coat , hat s boot s, mit t ens, et c.). 
7. St udent s should wear  appr opr iat e seasonal out er  clot hing,  
 t aking int o account  our  changeable weat her . 
 
St af f  will make j udgment s r egarding dr ess, and parent s will be cont act ed if  pupils are 
inappr opr iat ely dr essed. 

 
EMERGENCY PROCEDURES 

 
Tornado Watch 

1. All st udent s will r emain in t heir  building under  t he dir ect  super vision of  t heir  t eacher s. 
2. The r egular  school schedule will be f ollowed. 
3. Classes will be dismissed at  t he r egular  t ime. 
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Tornado Warning 

1.  No st udent  will be dismissed. Childr en may be r eleased t o a parent  who per sonally comes 
t o get  t he child. 

2. All st udent s will be assigned t o t he saf est  possible ar ea wit hin t he school building unt il 
t he warning has been lif t ed. Civil Def ense Of f icials have assist ed us in det er mining t hese 
areas. 

 
 

Lockdown 

I n t he event  of  a lockdown aler t  we will f ollow t he Michigan School Lockdown/ Shelt er - in-
place Dr ills Suggest ions and Guidelines.   

1. All ent r ances t o t he building and classr ooms will be locked. 
2. No one will be allowed t o ent er  or  exit  t he building. 
3. St udent s will r emain in assigned saf e areas unt il r escued by Law Enf or mcement . 

 
Fir e, t or nado and lockdown dr ills are held per iodicallyt hr oughout  t he school year  
accor ding t o Michigan School Guidelines  
 

 

Snow/Fog Days  

When it  is necessary t o close t he schools due t o inclement  weat her , such as heavy 
snowst or ms, f og, et c., t he decision is made by t he Super int endent , usually in cooper at ion wit h 
t he t wo local school dist r ict s: Holland Public Schools and West  Ot t awa Public Schools. 
 
I n t he event  of  a t wo-hour  delay, t her e will be no mor ning pr eschool classes.  Bus pick up and 
school act ivit y will begin t wo hour s lat er  t han t he r egular ly scheduled t imes.  
 
I f  an announcement  is t o be made, it  will usually be given t o t he f ollowing r adio/ t elevision 
st at ions by 6:30 a.m. on t he day in quest ion:

School Entrances 

 
For  t he saf et y of  t he st udent s and st af f , t he main ent r ance door s are t he only ones 
unlocked dur ing t he school day.  All visit or s must  Òsign in and out Ó in t he school of f ice.  
 

FEES 
 

Fees are collect ed at  t he beginning of  t he school year  t hat  cover  t he cost s of  f ield t r ips, 
swimming, and ot her  act ivit ies. 
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FIELD TRIPS 
 

Dur ing t he school year  childr en in gr ades K-5 will par t icipat e in one or  mor e school-appr oved 
f ield t r ips. These f ield t r ips are int egr at ed wit h t he cur r iculum at  var ious gr ade levels. The 
locat ions f or  t hese t r ips vary accor ding t o school and gr ade level. Tr anspor t at ion may be in 
cars dr iven by parent s or  by bus. Parent s are aler t ed t o t he det ails of  t he t r ip via t eacher  
newslet t er s.  Parent s indicat e t heir  appr oval of  f ield t r ips by signing a one-t ime per mission 
f or m in t he f all. 

 
FUND RAISING 

 
Each elementary building conducts one or two fund raising projects throughout the year. Our Parent 
Board/Project Committee organize them.  These projects are used to raise money for the special needs of 
each building and are independent of tuition and other school-related fund raising organizations. 
 
Examples of some of these projects are as follows:  f lower sales, food sales, the collection of soup labels, 
and Box Tops for Education. 
 
School fundraisers are used for such things as audio-visual equipment, playground equipment, landscaping, 
library materials, and other school needs. 

 
 

HOLIDAYS 

 
Dur ing t he cour se of  a year , we are pr ivileged t o obser ve many Chr ist ian holidays and ot her  
impor t ant  days. We celebr at e t hese days wit h all-school chapels, pr ogr ams, pr oj ect s, and 
classr oom act ivit ies. On Valent ineÕs Day t he childr en pass out  valent ines t o t heir  classmat es.  
Of f icially, t he school does not  obser ve Halloween.  

 
HOMEWORK 

 
I n or der  t o be sensit ive t o t he busy lives many of  our  st udent s lead, t he f ollowing guidelines 
f or  t he maximum t imes f or  homewor k f or  each gr ade are suggest ed: 
 1st  -  10 minut es 
 2nd -  20 minut es 
 3r d -  30  minut es 
 4t h - 40 minut es 
 5t h - 50 minut es 
 

HOT LUNCH 

 
The hot  lunch pr ogr am is available f or  all st udent s in our  element ar y schools. Each day t he 
st udent s have t wo choices in t he main ent r Že f or  lunch. The cost  f or  t his meal is set  at  t he 
beginning of  each year . Applicat ions are available in t he school of f ice f or  r educed-pr ice 
lunches and f r ee lunches. Menus are given in advance t o all st udent s so t hat  parent s and 
st udent s can decide t oget her  what  meals t hey would like t o or der .   
 
1. We encour age par ent s t o discuss t he mat t er  of  f ood wast e wit h t heir  childr en. As 

Chr ist ians, we have a r esponsibilit y t o be good st ewar ds of  t he goods and f ood we are 
given. Wast ef ulness is discour aged. 
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2.  Milk comes wit h t he hot  lunch or  can be pur chased separat ely if  a st udent  t akes a sack 

lunch t o school.  
 
3.     St udent s who help ser ve t he hot  lunches r eceive f r ee lunches. 

 
MEDICAL AND DENTAL APPOINTMENTS 

 
When planning your  doct or  and dent al appoint ment s, please t r y t o schedule your  appoint ment  
dur ing non-school hour s. When childr en leave and r et ur n, t he class is disr upt ed and valuable 
inst r uct ional t ime is lost . I f  you do need t o pick up your  child f or  an appoint ment , please st op 
in t he of f ice and sign your  child out . Your  child will be called t o meet  you.  Please sign in on 
your  r et ur n. 

 
 

MEDICATION ADMINISTRATION 
 

 
Prescription medication policy: 
1. Parent s are t o not if y school per sonnel of  all pr escr ipt ion medicat ions t o be 

administ er ed at  school. No pr escr ipt ion medicat ion will be given by school per sonnel 
wit hout  wr it t en aut hor izat ion f r om a parent . A f or m is pr ovided f or  t hat  pur pose. 

2. Any changes in dosage or  addit ion of  new medicat ions must  be accompanied by a not e 
f r om t he parent  and t he pr escr ipt ion bot t le. 

3. Discont inuat ion of  pr escr ipt ion medicat ion r equir es a wr it t en parent Õs st at ement . 
4. New pr escr ipt ion aut hor izat ion f or ms are needed each school year . 
5. No pr escr ipt ion dr ugs may be kept  in unlocked locker s.         
6. All pr escr ipt ion medicat ions must  be in t he or iginal cont ainer  and have a pharmacy label 

which includes t he childÕs f ull name, doct or Õs name, name of  t he medicat ion, st r engt h of  
medicat ion, specif ic dir ect ion of  t ime and dosage t o be given. 

7. Empt y bot t les and discont inued medicat ion will be sent  home immediat ely wit h 
not if icat ion t o parent s. All medicat ion must  be picked up by an adult  at  t he end of  each 
school year . 

8. The parent s shall have sole r esponsibilit y t o inst r uct  t heir  child t o t ake t he medicat ion 
at  t he scheduled t ime, and t he child has t he r esponsibilit y f or  bot h pr esent ing 
him/h er self  on t ime and t aking t he pr escr ipt ion medicat ion. 

9. Pr escr ipt ion dr ugs shall be kept  in a secur ed box wit h a met hod t o indicat e when dr ugs 
wer e dispensed. 

10. The parent s and t he school pr incipal may agr ee t o a self -medicat ion waiver . This opt ion 
is f or  parent s who pr ef er  not  t o have medicat ion st or ed at  school. Parent s may r equest  
such a waiver  f r om t he school pr incipal. 

 
PARENTAL INVOLVEMENT 

 
Holland Chr ist ian Schools is a parent -owned school; t her ef or e, parent s are encour aged t o be 
involved in many ways. Not  only will t his be a gr eat  aid t o t eacher s and administ r at ion, but  it  
will also enable t he parent s t o be bet t er  acquaint ed wit h our  whole school oper at ion. The 
f ollowing are some examples of  parent al involvement :   
 
1. Tutors -  Qualif ied parent s give ext r a help on a one-t o-one basis t o designat ed pupils at  
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scheduled t imes. 
 
2. Volunteers -  Parent  volunt eer s aid t he classr oom t eacher  in many ways by using t heir  

special t alent s t o carr y out  specif ic t asks which t he classr oom t eacher  r equest s. 
 
3. Room Parents -  Parent s help wit h special classr oom act ivit ies such as par t y r ef r eshment s, 

holiday event s, f ield t r ip t r anspor t at ion, et c. 
 
4. Media Center Assistants - Parent s help wit h t he oper at ion of  t he school media cent er s 

and all t hat  it  includes f r om or ganizing t o checking out  books.  
 

5. Story Readers - Volunt eer s r ead a book t o a class and usually plan a r elat ed act ivit y. 
 
6. Playground Volunteers - Par ent s assist  in playgr ound super vision bef or e school and dur ing 

r ecess per iods. 
7. School Society Meeting - Because Holland Chr ist ian School is parent -owned, t he parent s 

are encour aged t o at t end t he annual Societ y Meet ing held each spr ing . At  t his meet ing 
t he budget  is submit t ed f or  appr oval and board member s are elect ed.  

 
8. Parent Clubs - These clubs assist  in f acilit at ing social event s and f undr aising act ivit ies. 
 
9. Parent Task Forces  - Fr om t ime t o t ime gr oups are f or med t o wor k on a specif ic t ask or  

t opic. 
 

RECESS 
 

A not e f r om home is r equir ed when a child must  r emain indoor s dur ing r ecess. This should be 
done only when absolut ely necessary. Or dinar ily if  a child is well enough t o be at  school 
he/s he is well enough t o go out side f or  a f ew minut es of  f r esh air . These not es should be 
wr it t en and sent  t o t he t eacher  daily, since poor  healt h usually cannot  be pr edict ed f or  a 
ser ies of  days. 
 

REPORT CARDS 

 
Repor t  cards are sent  home t o keep you inf or med of  t he pr ogr ess of  your  child. I n gr ades 1-
5, r epor t  cards are sent  home f our  t imes dur ing t he year . The kinder gar t en r epor t  card is 
sent  home t wo t imes. Pr ogr ess r epor t s f r om t he Ar t , Music and PE t eacher s are included 
once each semest er .  I f  you have any quest ions about  your  childr enÕs r epor t  cards or  t heir  
pr ogr ess t hr oughout  t he year , f eel f r ee t o cont act  t he t eacher  or  pr incipal. 
 

SCHOOL PICTURES 

 
I ndividual and year book pict ur es are t aken each f all by a pr of essional phot ogr apher  hir ed by 
our  school. The phot ogr apher  of f er s sever al pict ur e packages t hat  parent s may pur chase if  
t hey choose. Parent s will be not if ied sever al weeks in advance of  t he dat e so t hey may be 
pr oper ly pr epared. A yearbook is included in t he package or der .

SUPPLIES 

 
Alt hough many of  t he supplies t he childr en need are pr ovided by t he school, a list  of  supplies 
t he st udent s need t o br ing wit h t hem is sent  out  in t he August  parent  let t er . When a child 
r eaches t he t hir d gr ade, he/ she must  have t he NI V ver sion of  t he Bible at  school.  

 
SWIMMING 

 
Swimming lessons are of f er ed as par t  of  our  Physical Educat ion Pr ogr am. St udent s 
par t icipat e in t he swimming pr ogr am f or  t wo weeks each year  at  t he Holland Aquat ic Cent er . 
A parent al per mission slip and a minimal f ee (included in t he Act ivit y Fee.)  f or  t owel and 
bat hing suit  r ent al are r equir ed by t he Aquat ic Cent er . We expect  ever y child t o par t icipat e 
ever y day. I f  your  child cannot  t ake par t  f or  healt h r easons, a not e f r om your  doct or  is 
r equir ed. 

 
TULIP TIME 

 
Tulip Time is held each year  in May. The main act ivit y f or  element ary st udent s is 
par t icipat ion in t he Kinder parade. To inst ill pr ide in our  communit y and as a ser vice t o our  
communit y, all childr en in gr ades 1-5 are expect ed t o par t icipat e in t his parade. To do so, 
t hey must  have a Dut ch cost ume (no wooden shoes) which is pr ovided by t he parent s. The 
st udent s march in a unit  by schools, carr ying out  a Dut ch t heme. Wat ch t he newslet t er s f or  
det ails.  Kinder gar t en childr en do not  par t icipat e in t he Childr enÕs Parade. 
Ot her  ar r angement s are made f or  childr en who cannot  par t icipat e because of  healt h or  
physical r easons.
